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Presentation at the Annual General Meeting:
Researching Loyalist Ancestors: U.S. Records (Part 1), by
Rev. Dr. Becket Soule

A wide range of sources are available from US sources (as well as British and Canadian) to help
you determine if your ancestor was a Loyalist. This was the topic presented by Dr Becket Soule
at the Annual General Meeting on April 22. Dr. Soule is a Priest in the Roman Catholic Church,
Professor of Canon Law at St Paul University in Ottawa and author of 27 publications.

Dr Soule opened by stating that you should determine where your ancestors resided (in the US
before and Canada afterwards) and if they lived in a town or county or state that was Loyalist
leaning (e.g. New York, North Carolina.) And very often, the Loyalists settled near one another
in Canada, often with the regiment in which they served. Among the many useful sources that
he cited in the presentation were:

*  Ward Chipman Muster Master’s Office

* Carleton Papers 1772-1784 at Library and Archives Canada M343 to M369

* Papers of the Continental Congress, National Archives and Records Administration
* Published Town Histories

* Diaries of the Anglican Clergy, such as the Reverend William Clark

* The Loyalists of Massachusetts- a list of Massachusetts Loyalists

* The Maryland Loyalism Project

Above all, Dr Soule recommends we visit Loyalist Migrations, a site at Huron University, which
contains maps showing where Loyalists came from and where they went.

We are eager to hear Part 2.

#1) Go to uelac.ca note the different web address!

#2) "Click here to set up your account."

#3) Enter your email address (must be same one as is stored in your membership record) #4)
Click on "Get new password"

#5) If an error message appears just below the green box “Error: The email address isn't
correct...”, make sure you entered your email address correctly. If you did it correctly, send me
an email as most likely your email is not correct in the member system, or is missing. Sent me a
note with your branch and your correct email address to loyalist.trails@uelac.org | will check it
and get back to you. )
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#6) You will receive an email message from Word press, with a link in it #7)

Click on the link

#8) A page will show in your browser. In the “New password” box a password will show. #9)
Delete that password (unless you like it) and enter the one you wish to use. Record the
password somewhere.

#10) Click on “Reset Password” (in blue box) #11) A smaller box will appear; in the green box,
click on “log in”

#12) On this screen, enter your email address and the new password, and “click log-in” #13)
This should then show "My Account" page (in future it will probably show a different first
page with a link to "My Account")

Certificate application

Descendants of United Empire Loyalists can apply for a certificate after proving their lineage
back to the original Loyalist. Applicants are encouraged to work with their branch genealogist
who will provide guidance in collecting the proofs required and will provide the certificate
application form. On completion of the application and with satisfactory proofs and the fee,
the application will be submitted to the Dominion office by the branch genealogist. If
accepted, the applicant will receive a certificate which can be presented to them at a branch
meeting, or if they prefer, they can receive it by mail. For further information on the
